24. Reinforce those students in the classroom
who show an interest and participate in school
activities.

25. Establish classroom rules:

1. Work on task.

2. Remain in your seat.

3. Finish task.

4. Meet task expectations.

5. Raise your hand.
Reiterate rules often and reinforce students for
following rules.

260. Speak with the student to explain: (a) what
the student is doing wrong (e.g., failing to show
an interest and participate in school activities)
and (b) what the student should be doing (e.g,,
showing an interest and participating in school
activities).
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27. Reinforce the student for showing an inter-
est and participating in school activities: (a) give
the student a tangible reward (e.g., classroom
privileges, line leading, passing out materials,
five minutes free time, etc.) or (b) give the stu-
dent an intangible reward (e.g., praise, hand-
shake, smile, etc.).

28. Investigate the student's eating habits and
the amount of rest he/she is getting outside of
